October 15 /October 23, 2012
October 15, 2012 – U.S.: Depart from New York (JFK) or Miami airport for Italy.

October 16, 2012 – Rome / Montecatini: Upon arrival, proceed to baggage claim and after clearing customs you will be met by the ABC Destinations’ representative and transfer to Montecatini. For centuries, Montecatini has been an exclusive world-renowned spa resort, famed for its spring waters, thermal baths and numerous spa treatments. Have a Welcome Cocktail and briefing at the hotel. Dinner is at the hotel. (Dinner)

October 17, 2012 - Montecatini/Siena/San Gimignano/Montecatini: After breakfast at the hotel transfer to Siena & San Gimignano for your full day tour. October 18, 2012 – Montecatini/Chianti/Montecatini: After breakfast depart for the Chianti region. The beauty of this territory, known for its wineries, lies in the perfect equilibrium between the soft forms of slopes and the thousand nuances of color and the crowded woods populated by ancient castles, secular parishes and beautiful villas. Enjoy a wine tasting followed by a light lunch. Tonight dinner is at the hotel. (Breakfast, Light Lunch, Dinner)

October 19, 2012 - Montecatini/Florence/Montecatini: After breakfast at the hotel, you will transfer to Florence for walking tour. Its striking buildings, formidable galleries and treasure-crammed churches attest to the Florentine love of display. Its elegant appearance the skyline, with its russet rooftops and lofty domes, contributed to give this city its role of important center for culture and arts. See the Cathedral, whose gigantic “cupola” is the symbol of Florence’s artistic achievements, the Baptistery with its fine bronze doors adorned with the famous gates of Paradise, and Piazza della Signoria. Take a ferry boat to The Cinque Terre (weather permitting), one of the most beautiful areas of the Liguria Region. Here, five small villages are suspended between sea and earth, nestled in the cliffs overlooking the sea and green hills. Tonight dinner is at the hotel. (Breakfast, Dinner)

October 21, 2012 – Montecatini / Marina di Pisa / Tirrenia / Livorno / Montecatini: After breakfast at the hotel depart for full day sightseeing. You will visit Marina di Pisa, Tirrenia and Livorno.  Dinner is at the hotel. (Breakfast, Dinner)
October 22, 2012 – Montecatini/Pisa / Lucca / Montecatini:  ﻿After breakfast, depart to Pisa to see its incredible Leaning Tower (from outside), the bell tower of the 900-year-old Cathedral of Pisa. You will have wine tasting and light lunch at the Montecarlo. Lucca offers rich heritage of churches, palaces and squares. Lucca is well known for its magnificent 16th and 17th century ramparts, having remained intact, encircling its narrow streets, which are lined with many medieval buildings. The remainder of the afternoon is at leisure. Farewell dinner is at the hotel. (Breakfast, Light Lunch, Dinner)

October 23, 2012 – Montecatini/Rome /U.S.: After breakfast transfer to Rome airport for your flight back home. (Breakfast)

Consequently, only groups with luggage on board are given permission to drive directly in front of the hotel for drop off/pick up.
